OPTIMO (ESPACIO) feat. MU are a Glasgow duet, JD Twitch & JG Wilkes “Optimo (Espacio) started in November 1997 at The Sub Club (Glasgow - Scotland). Optimo is a song by Liquid Liquid which summed up how the core of the night should sound - raw, percussive, out there sleaze funk, and a return to the ideals of early 80's New York, which was one of the most inspiring and creative moments in the history of art, music, and clubbing. Optimo is one of those moments, now. We love your ears.” MU, a Jap-witch signed on Output Recordings, performs demented discoid punk, twisted beats, and screeching vocals at the “Optimo in Copenhague” party. She can make hell sound groovy.

ELECTROGOGO versus The Cock is trash-gay London clubbing at its best, hosted by Mark Moore, who was already a “trash-gay” London club legend when NagNagNag had their first fistfucking experiences. (Moore himself is subtle and elegant -- très British). This party is a co-production between Electro Gogo and Kjeld Tolstrup, featuring the PingPong Bitches (two chicks who like to start fights while they DJ). Copenhagen needs more punchy gay action while dunst is out of town.

LA JOHNSON & KITSUNÉ feat. REBOTINI (Blackstrobe) is the wildest mobile club in Paris, a blend of “aristotrashic-Parisian-decadence” and “riding-the-wave-of-hype-so-hard-it-hurts”. Kitsuné is a French-Japanese art collective obsessed with midnight, they play so ugly it’s almost lovely. They play with the local turntable hustlers from We Got Beef, aka DJs Twin of Death + Elg no5 & Nasty Nanna. Mr. Arnaud Rebotini is the dark side of Blackstrobe.

BPITCHCTRL, the flagship arty-electro Berlin label, play the afterparty for Distortion 2005. (at Kat from 04.00h). BpitchCtrl is represented here by Sascha Funke and Kiki. Admission to the Bpitch afterparty at Kat is half price for you my friend.

Ingen Frygt is a Copenhagen-based Icelandic powerchick trio. They produce videos, different design, and host parties where guests receive Smurf hats, oversized butterflies, or booty lessons. For Distortion 2005, they do a Finnish party in a forest. 

SOLID WATER is managed by Guillermo Villas from D*I*R*T*Y and Oof (Ping Pong Paris). They are highly regarded “music-curators” around Europe, showing the way to anyone from BBC RadioOne to RadioNova, Vice or even Distortion. The Solid Water Copenhague party headliners are Headman / Manhead + WhoMadeWho (live). Support: Piloosky & Dirty Sound System.

CRÈME DE LA GUTTER (Amsterdam): The Vega Lounge welcomes the winners of the ”best underground club in Amsterdam”, which is also a collecive of graffiti artists, DJs, MCs and entertainers (and acrobats?). Music: hiphop reggae rarefunk dancehall.

ATLANTIS (Göteborg) in cooperation with Public Service, the Vega Nightclub hosts an extravagant visual and conceptual show from Göteborg, Sweden.

WHATEVER ROCKS feat. THE GLASS (live) & MYLO: Whatever Rocks (on the Mainfloor) is a collective of superactive DJs and music producers, one of the most talented collectives in town. Thanks to Kasper Bjorke they have brought The Glass from New York – power disco rock. Thanks to Betty Bronx they have brought Mylo, one of the most in-demands DJs in the world since he released the legendary DestroyRock’n’Roll record.

DULLEN & DYKEN nu med dans (in the Basement). Dyllen & Dyken means ”the babe and the dyke”. Now they have a dance show with 9 teenage chicks. 

KARMAHEIM in the yard. Pick a number like at the pharmacy – then hygge in the yard with free tea and yatzee and the Karmaheim crew until the security call your number.

Lækker Lytter are very close partners to Distortion 2005, both for production and party curating. Laekker Lytter is the mobile outdoor party version of Muh Media, a funky quartet working with events, marketing and web-design. Distortion loves Lækker Lytter & Muh Media real hard.

CPH:DOX is Denmark’s international documentary festival, managed by the same team who produce Denmark’s largest film festival, Natfilm. Under the headline “Reality Rocks”, CPH:DOX and Distortion work in close partnership (producing DOX:DISTORTION events & parties during Dox festival). During Distortion 2005, CPH:DOX are presenting two high-profile sneak-preview documentaries.GAM3 is copenhagen's largest street basket network.

V-1 is the city's ultimate street-art gallery.

weimar is one of the most successful jazz & electro clubs in copenhagen in 2004 / 2005.

Dame U Love / ladyfest is Copenhagen’s most active girl-power team – they organize female MC battles, girl-only festivals – in short: they love tits and pussy.

iBYEN is the weekly urban Friday guide inside daily newspaper Politiken. Together (Politiken and iByen) are main sponsors for Distortion 2005.

Dullen & Dyken means “the babe and the dyke”. One is a babe MC, one is a dyke DJ. When they say “nu med dans”, it means they bring a bunch of chicks who do a dance show on the dancefloor.

We Got Beef is Dj’s Twin of death, elg 05 & Nasty Nanna playing punk ass disco. 

Whatever Rocks is a team of superactive music producers, who are too active for their own good. They host of the highest profile line-ups of the Distortion week, with The Glass (live) and Mylo. But they deserve just as much credit for who they are themselves: Lars B & Mikkas in close collaboration with Benjamin Geeza, Kasper Bjørke, Frederic Obscura & Carl Fathermorgana.

Public Service is a new Scandinavian music festival, produced by Danish Brodcasting Corporation DR. Public Service takes place every year in late August in Øresund Nord.

Ohoi! are Copenhagen’s finest promoter quartet for Grime, 2Step, UK-Garage and other underground-correct words that all mean “drum’n’bass”.

Simpelt V is a brand new hyggestue on Istedgade.
